It appears that 400 of the possible 550 possible points in this course are derived through
exams. It is unclear in the submitted documentation how writing on the exams is
considered substantial.

MAE 491 Experimental Mechanical Engineering (mandatory review)

Laboratory reports number nine and comprise three-fourths of the grade, but it
was difficult to discern how these written reports show evidence of substantial
writing. Clarification is needed as to how these reports are substantial in nature.
It would help if the materials had included the last part of the criteria checklist
which asks for clear identification of where in the syllabus one would find
specific evidence of substantial writing expectations.

In the explanation of how the course meets the criteria, a 3000 word research paper
is described. However, there was no mention within the syllabus of this substantial
level of writing. Also, it would help if the materials had included the last part of
the criteria checklist which asks for clear identification of where in the syllabus
one would find specific evidence of substantial writing.

The applicants clearly
recognize this, and they make a valiant case, but the very title and nature of the course
makes it impossible to be sufficiently "contemporary" for our criteria. All the core
competencies in the course, as might be expected from the title, go only up to 1500.
